Wiring
« Unclip the cover from the quick fit connection case. Having correctly identified the wiring from your existing light

fitting, pull the mains wire through the hole and connect to the connection block inside the quick fit connection
case in the following way. No tools are necessary.
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Check that...

* You have correctly identified the wires.

» No loose strands have been left out of the connection block.
» The connections are tight.

» The cover on the connection box has been replaced.

Fitting/Replacing the bulb

Layout
